Goff, 2007.

Human rights activist and professor, Robert Goff, tells the story of 12-year-old Karishma, a girl forced into
sex slavery. Goff also reports on the bondage of 27 million other slavery victims.

Globalization, Prostitution and Sex-Trafficking: Corporeal Politics. Elina Penttinen, 2007.
Drawing on extensive fieldwork on the trafficking of Russian and Baltic female sex workers, Penttinen
demonstrates how the embodiment and reiteration of globalization on the bodies of gendered individuals
are tied to the larger processes of globalization.

Half the Sky: Turning Oppression into pportuit for Women Worldwide. Nicholas D.
Kristof and Sheryl Wu Dunn, 2009.



This book argues a case for investing in the health and autonomy of women worldwide. More girls have
been killed in the last fifty years, precisely because they were girls, than men were killed in all the wars of
the twentieth century. It details the rampant gendercide in the developing world, particularly in India and
Pakistan. The authors argue that it is impossible for countries to climb out of poverty if only a fraction of
women participate in the labor force.

This book examines how prostitution and other components of the sex industry have become streamlined

and marketable. It discusses the globalization of the industry and the ways in which it hinders female
equality.

Goodman & Dorchen A. Leidholdt (eds.), 2011.

This book makes an invaluable contribution to the understanding of human trafficking and is an important
guide not only for lawyers but for those who wish to learn about human trafficking.

A Modern Form of Slavery: Trafficking of Burmese Women and Girls into Brothels in
Thailand. Women's Rights Project (Human Rights Watch) & Asia Watch Committee
(U.S.), 1993.

This book, based on three missions to Thailand by Human Rights Watch Asia and Women's Rights
divisions, documents over fifty cases of Burmese women and girls lured by unscrupulous recruiters to
Thailand with promises of good jobs and a cash advance. Human Rights Watch traces the women and

girls' cross-border transport and their confinement in illegal brothels throughout Thailand where they are
forced to work off their debt through what amounts to sexual servitude.



Mothers for Sale: Women in Kolkata's Sex Trade. Indrani Sinha & Shamita Das

Dasgupta, 2009.
This book explores the impact that prostitution has on mothers and families in India.

The Natashas: Inside the New Global Sex Trade. Victor Malarek, 2005.

In Israel, they're called Natashas, whether they're actually from Russia, Bosnia, the Czech Republic, or
Ukraine, no matter what their real names may be. They're lured into vans and onto airplanes with
promises of jobs. But when they arrive at their destinations, they are stripped of their identification and
sold into prostitution and kept enslaved; those who resist are beaten, raped, and sometimes killed as
examples.

Not for Sale: The Return of the Global Slave Trade—and How We Can Fight It. David
Batstone, 2007.

This book describes a picture of modern-day slavery that stretches across the whole world and includes
everyone’s neighborhoods. It describes the impact of slavery on the most vulnerable and tells the stories
of the courageous modern-day abolitionists who are making a difference despite incredible odds.

Renting Lacy: A Story of America’s Prostituted Children. Linda Smith, 2009.

This is a story about a young girl who is caught up in the child-sex slave industry of Las Vegas. Though a
“fictional" account, the book itself is not fiction. There are millions of children in the United States who are
sold for sex each and every day. This book tells their story.

LOUISE BROWN
Sex Slaves: The Trafficking of Women in Asia. Louise Brown, 2001.
The Asian sex trade is often assumed to cater predominantly to foreigners. This book turns that belief on
its head to show that while western sex tourists have played a vital part in the growth of the industry, the
primary customers of Asia’s indentured sex workers and of its child prostitutes are overwhelmingly Asian
men. This is a hard read due to graphic content, but tells the story from the victim’s point of view.

Sex Traffic: Prostitution, Crime and Exploitation. Paola Monzini, 2005.
Paola Monzini addresses the supply and demand dynamic of prostitution and human trafficking on an
international scale.

Sex Trafficking in South Asia: Telling Maya’s Story. Mary Crawford, 2010.

Crawford tells the story of one girl, Maya, and the travails she experiences as a sex trafficking victim. As
moving as it informative, this book will change the way one thinks about the root causes of sex trafficking
- a product of gender and class discrimination.
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Sex Trafficking: Inside the Business of Modern Slavery Siddharth Kara, 2010.

Kara, a former investment banker and executive, uses theoretical economics and business analysis to
propose measures that could eradicate sex trafficking by undermining the profitability of the illegal
activities associated with the crime.

Sex Trafficking: The Global Market in Women and Children. Kathryn Farr, 2004.

In this timely and provocative study, Kathryn Farr documents the macro and micro impact of trafficking
women and children in this industry on a global scale. Farr looks not only at the victims themselves but
also at the sex trade's main players, organized crime structure, economic conditions, and how various

militaries perpetuate demand.
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Sexually Exploited Children: Working to Protect and Heal. Phyllis Kilborn, 1998.

This book is made up of a collection of authors’ research from different sides of the issues impacting child
victims of sexual exploitation: which children are at risk, the effects of such a life, and what we can do to
help. It addresses issues of child prostitution, child pornography, pedophile rings, and incest. It also offers
some hope as it calls for prevention and intervention.




The Slave Next Door: Human Trafficking and Slavery in America Today. Kevin Bales &
Ron Soodalter, 2009.

This informative call to action documents routine, coercive slave labor in domestic service, prostitution,
farm labor, factories, light industry, prisons and mining operations. The case studies begin in an American
suburb and traverse the globe to urban China and rural Ghana, returning to Los Angeles, California, and
East Orange, N.J. The second half of the book focuses on causes and solutions, with an emphasis on
how ordinary individuals can recognize and report coercive situations, creating a humane and helpful
primer on how to sever the links that create and hide human bondage.

Detailing accounts from victims of sexual slavery, Sietske Altink explains how women in desperate search
for work can easily be deceived and trafficked through the false promised of employment.

In a small village outside of Phnom Pehn, little children as
young as five years old were forced to live as sex slaves. Tireless workers from 1IM infiltrated the ring of
brothels and gathered evidence to free the children.

The Traffic in Women: Human Realities of the International Sex Trade. Skrobanek, S.,
Boonpakdi, N., & Janthakeero, C., 1997.

This account of the rapidly-expanding international traffic in women reveals it as a global issue. Using
original, carefully-documented field studies from Thailand, it explores the nature and extent of the
problem worldwide. It demonstrates how the traffic in women and forced prostitution are components of
transnational migration, now estimated to involve 70 million people worldwide. As forms of slavery, they
are also grave violations of human rights. Avoiding rhetorical condemnation and simplistic solutions, this
book shows how women themselves can be empowered to end the traffic and ends with detailed
recommendations for change.

Trafficking and the Global Sex Industry. Delilah Amir, 2006.

This book is an exploration of the sex industry and its many facets, including how victims are manipulated
or kidnapped, trafficked, exploited, and abused. This book also investigates how the presence of the
industry, in all parts of the world, emphasizes its connection to globalization.

It shows what it is like to walk
through the back alleys, the brothels, the battlefields, and even the magnificent mansions where children
are being bought and sold into modern day slavery. All proceeds from the sale of this book support the

work of Ahava Kids.

The War on Human Trafficking: U.S. Policy Assessed. Anthony M. DeStefano, 2008.
This book covers the policy battles surrounding efforts to abolish human trafficking. It gets beyond
sensational stories of sexual servitude as it explains the powerful economic conditions that impel

immigrants to put themselves at risk.

What's Love Got to Do with It?: Transnational Desires and Sex Tourism in the

Dominican Republic. Denise Brennan, 2004.
This book is an in-depth examination of the motivations of workers, clients, and others connected to the
sex tourism business in SosuUa- a town on the northern coast of the Dominican Republic.
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Woman, Child for Sale: The New Slave Trade in the 21 Century. Gilbert King, 2004.
King’s research into today’s slave trade is based on remarks by concerned politicians, news stories, and
prior academic works, as well as the 2003 Trafficking in Persons Report. It is a valuable compilation of
stories and statistics.

Yes Means Yes! Visions of Female Sexual Power and a World Without Rape. Jaclyn

Friedman and Jessica Valenti, 2008.

This is an essay compilation focusing on the struggle to stop rape in the U.S. and the importance of
sexual identity and ownership. The authors explain that the "no means no" concept (sexual consent
equals the absence of no) must be rejected in favor of a "yes means yes" mentality: the idea that consent
means affirmative participation in the act itself, a broader definition that better protects women while
encouraging power over-not fear of-personal sexual identity. Other topics discussed include body image
and self-esteem issues, as well as incest, the dangers faced by female immigrants, and the public
perception of rape

Prostitution

Backstreets: Prostitution, Money, and Love. Cecilie Hoigard & Liv Finstad, 1992.

In this study, combining interviews, police records, research data and their own observations and
theories, the sociologist authors look at prostitution in Oslo and try to illuminate the nature of the money-
for-sex transaction, as well as its effects on the participants and on society. The prostitution interviews are
disturbing as the women outline various defense mechanisms they employ to distance themselves from
their physical reality. The book also explores life after prostitution.



The Best American Sex Writing 2004. Daniel O’Connor (ed.), 2004.
Are all strippers sexually abused man-haters? What really happens inside America's legalized brothels or
Manhattan's priciest escort services? From the strippers of Portland to sex advice for Catholic girls, The

Best American Sex Writing tackles the stuff being left out of today's "sex education” classes-in other
words, just about everything.

Harvard University medical student Alexa Albert documents her personal investigation of this infamous
Nevada brothel by recounting her first-hand interviews and personal observations.

Freeing Tammy: Women, Drugs, and Incarceration (Northeastern Series on Gender,
Crime, and Law). Jody Raphael, 2007.

Jody Raphael conveys a gripping story of one woman's journey through abuse, drug addiction, and
imprisonment. The third of Raphael's trilogy of books about Chicago women enmeshed in lives of poverty,

violence, prostitution, and drug use, Freeing Tammy is an invaluable contribution to the field of women's
criminology.
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Indecent: How | Make it and Fake it as a Girl for Hire. Sarah Katherine Lewis, 2006.
Lewis is a veteran of the sex industry who started small — doing lingerie modeling and striptease shows
— but for reasons including the desire to earn more money and curiosity about other types of sex work,
she moved into porn, and ultimately into illegal work. Lewis is a brilliant observer of human nature and
has a read on her employers and coworkers that lends unique insight into the seedy underground of the
more hardcore sex industry. Lewis is a sex worker by choice. She neither condemns nor condones the
work, though she depicts her experiences with a gallows humor that reveals the complexity of
professional adult sex work.

Gangs and Girls: Understanding Juvenile Prostitution. Michel Dorais & Patrice
Corriveau, 20009.

Canadian journalists, Dorais and Corriveau, investigate the role that gangs play in the recruitment of and
domination over prostituted girls.

Global Sex Workers: Rights, Resistance, and Redefinition. Kamala Kempadoo & Jo
Doezema (eds.), 1998.

This anthology of essays by scholars, activists, and organization leaders uses studies concerning both
male and female sex workers in primarily developing countries to explore the social and economic issues
of the industry.

This well-researched report examines the changing concept of prostitution, exploring its initial roles as a
form of sexual freedom and a way for women to escape poverty to a contemporary role as a human rights
violation. Arguing against sexual violence, this record investigates issues such as male prostitution,
military brothels, and pornography. Comparing the act with slavery and marital rape, this new edition
confronts the unfounded “empowerment” claims of the prostitutes’ rights movement and the burgeoning
sex industry.
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lllegal Immigration and Commercial Sex: The New Slave Trade. Phil Williams (ed.),
1999.

Examining the dynamics of the sex trade in both Europe and Asia, this study identifies the role of
organized crime and considers the counter measures which governments and law enforcement agencies
must take to combat this global problem.

Listening to Olivia: Violence, Poverty, and Prostitution (Northeastern Series on Gender,

Crime, and Law). Jody Raphael, 2004.

In the second book in her trilogy, Raphael gives voice to Olivia, a survivor of prostitution and stripping in
Chicago, who experienced drug addiction, abuse, poverty, and sexual violence. This book explores how
Olivia overcame her obstacles and now helps women exit prostitution.



Making Sex Work: A Failed Experiment with Legalised Prostitution. Mary Lucille

Sullivan, 2007.
Backing up theory and critical literature with hard evidence, this book refutes the idea that legalization of

prostitution can be anything but a harmful contributor to the commodification of women. It explores the
role of financial institutions in supporting prostitution; the myth of exit programs; the conflation of legal and
illegal sex industries; the problem of applying occupational health and safety standards to prostitution;

and the specter of sex trafficking.

Men Who Sell Sex: International Perspectives on Male Prostitution and AIDS. Peter

Aggleton, 1999.

While much is known about prostitution and sex-work, almost all research has been conducted among
female sex-workers and their clients. Studies of men who sell sex, either to women or to other men, are
much more rare. Particularly poorly understood are men's motivations for engaging in such work, the
circumstances in which the sale of sex occurs, the meanings attached to the acts by both sex-worker and

client, and the HIV-related risks involved.

Night Market: Sexual Cultures and the Thai Economic Miracle. Ryan Bishop & Lillian S.
Robinson, 1997.

This book provides an examination of Thailand's sex industry and a tour of selected areas of Bangkok
where the sex industry operates. The book concludes that resolving the massive poverty in Thailand's
northeast will eventually cut off the supply of workers to Bangkok's sex industry.



The Politics of Prostitution: Women’s Movements, Democratic States, and the

Globalisation of Sex Commerce. Joyce Outshoorn (ed.), 2004.

Revealing how women's movements in Western Europe, North America, and Australia have affected the
politics of prostitution and trafficking of women since the 1970s, this study asks why they succeed in
some countries but fail in others. The contributions written by an international team of experts are based
on original sources. The final chapter utilizes comparative analysis to determine the factors that make
women's movements and agencies successful, presenting an argument for "state feminism".

Prostitutes: Our Life. Claude Jaget (ed.), 1980.

This book is a collection of writings by women in prostitution in Europe. Jaget facilitated the publication of
this book by reporting the history the prostitutes made and using a tape recorder to record their individual
stories. This book was written because a group of six French prostitutes wanted to dispel the myths
surrounding the subject of prostitution.

Prostitution and Trafficking in Nevada. Melissa Farley, 2007.

A 2-year research study of Nevada legal and illegal prostitution and sex trafficking reveals human rights
violations against women in the Nevada legal brothels. This book explains how the multibillion-dollar
illegal sex industry in Las Vegas works. Making connections between legal and illegal prostitution,
prostitution and sex trafficking, advertising for prostitution, political corruption, pornography, and
organized crime, Farley notes that at the root of it all are the men who insist on the right to rent human
beings in prostitution, the johns. Sex trafficking happens because johns create the demand for it.

Barry premises her new work on the fundamental proposition that "while rape is paradigmatic of sexual
exploitation, prostitution, with or without a woman's consent, is the institutional, economic, and sexual
model for women's oppression." Besides promoting such a paradigm shift, her book also contains
extensive documentation on the sex trade and trafficking in women, especially in Asia, that supports her
call to action for a new bill of rights for women throughout the world.

Prostitution: On Whores, Hustlers, and Johns. Elias, J., Bullough V., Elias, V., Brewer,
G., & Elders, J. (eds.), 1998.

Taking into account the views and experiences of individuals in the sex trade, as well as those of
researchers, johns, therapists, attorneys, and government officials, this book provides a cross-cultural
look at the global phenomenon of prostitution.

Prostitution, Power, and Freedom. Julia O’Connell Davidson, 1999.

This book brings new insights to the ongoing debate among scholars, activists, and others on the
controversial subject of prostitution. This study is based on wide research from various corners of the
world. It employs a range of theoretical analyses and argues against simplistic explanations of the
prostitution phenomenon, showing it to be a complex relationship where economics, power relations,
gender, age, class, and "choice" intersect.

This book attempts to identify solutions to the issues of sex tourism and prostitution in the Philippines,
taking into consideration the complex, and sometimes opposing, philosophies on effective ways to end

"Sex Work Matters" brings sex workers, scholars and activists together to present pioneering essays on
the economics and sociology of sex work. From insights by sex workers on how they handle money,
intimate relationships and daily harassment by police, to the experience of male and transgender sex
work, this fascinating and original book offers theoretical discussions as well empirical case studies that
provide new ways to link theory with lived experiences.

Somebody’s Daughter: The Hidden Story of America’s Prostituted Children and the

Battle to Save Them. Julian Sher, 2011.

Sher takes on the story of teen prostitution in the U.S. by focusing on three cities: Las Vegas, Atlantic
City, and Dallas. His interview subjects include a small group of teens who explain how they came to
prostitution and how they broke out of it. He also talks to police officers investigating vice crimes as well
as lawyers, judges, and survivors of the sex trade now working to rescue other victims. Interspersed with
these personal stories are discussions of statistics regarding gender, age, and recidivism.

Strip Club: Gender, Power, and Sex Work. Kim Price-Glynn, 2010.
In “Strip Club”, Kim Price-Glynn takes the reader behind the scenes at a rundown club where women strip

out of economic need, a place where strippers’ stories are not glamorous or liberating, but emotionally
demanding and physically exhausting.

Thai Migrant Sex Workers: From Modernisation to Globalisation. Kaoru Aoyama, 2009.
Based on interviews and participatory research, this book explores Thai women's experiences of the
global sex trade. Kaoru Aoyama questions the long-standing feminist debate concerning whether women

identify themselves as sex workers or sex slaves, while also considering the issues of gender, deviance,
and migration.

Based on over five years of research and experience visiting clubs nationwide, Stripped offers a rare
portrait of not just how dancers get into the business but what it's like for those who choose to strip year
after year. Through captivating interviews and first-hand observation, Barton recounts why these women
began stripping, the initial excitement and financial rewards from the work, the dangers of the life—
namely, drugs and prostitution—and, inevitably, the difficulties in staying in the business over time,
especially for their sexuality and self-esteem.

Temporarily Yours: Intimacy, Authenticity, and the Commerce of Sex. Elizabeth
Bernstein, 2007.

Generations of social thinkers have assumed that access to legitimate paid employment and a decline in
the ‘double standard’ would eliminate the reasons behind women'’s participation in prostitution. Yet sexual
commerce has continued to flourish, diversifying along technological, spatial, and social lines. In this
deeply engaging and theoretically provocative study, Bernstein examines the social features that
undergird the expansion and diversification of commercialized sex, demonstrating the ways that
postindustrial economic and cultural formations have spawned rapid and unforeseen changes in the
forms, meanings, and spatial organization of sexual labor.

Whores and Other Feminists. Jill Nagle (ed.), 1997.

Strippers, peepshow dancers, and porn stars trade spiked heels for footnotes while demonstrating their
often overlooked ability to engage in scholarly discourse in this collection of essays focusing on the
subject of feminism as practiced by those who call themselves "sex workers." Along with the first-person
accounts by these underground luminaries are forays into the sex dens by a number of academics. The
writing is frank, though hardly pornographic, and many of the points raised and discussed are treated with
more seriousness and considerably more insight than they usually are in the mainstream press.

Confessions of a Video Vixen. Karrine Steffans, 2005.

Part tell-all, part cautionary tale, this emotionally charged memoir from a former video vixen nicknamed
'‘Superhead' goes beyond the glamour of celebrity to reveal the inner workings of the hip-hop dancer
industry—from the physical and emotional abuse that's rampant in the industry, and which marked her
own life to the excessive use of drugs, sex, and bling.

The Sacred Bath: An American Teen's Story of Modern Day Sex Slavery. Theresa L.
Flores, 2007.

This is a true story of Theresa Flores’ 2-year enslavement in a sex slavery ring in which she endured rape
and physical harm within a trafficking ring.




The Slave Across the Street: The True Story of How an American Teen Survived the
World of Human Trafficking. Theresa Flores, 2010.

In this powerful true story, Theresa Flores shares how her life as an all-American, 15-year-old teenager
was enslaved into the dangerous world of sex trafficking while living at home with unsuspecting parents in

an upper-middle class suburb of Detroit. Theresa also shares how her faith enabled her to endure these
horrific events in her life.

Sordid Truths: Selling My Innocence for a Taste of Stardom. Aiden Shaw, 2009.

Sordid Truths chronicles the author’s ascent from being a broke college boy who dabbled with the idea
that he could sell his young body for hard cash, to becoming the internationally renowned adult film
superstar. After finishing just one year of his degree, Aiden Shaw was twenty-one and easily lured away
from study by the heady mix of sex and money in London.

Who Said It Couldn’t Be Done? Denise Jones, 2010.

This book candidly chronicles one woman's journey through life on Chicago's west side - involving
poverty, incest, drug addiction, incarceration, and lesbianism - to eventually gaining sobriety, spiritual
redemption, and inner peace.

Whore. Nelly Arcan, 2005.

Formally involved in prostitution in Quebec, Arcan shares the story of what lead her into prostitution and
what life was like within the sex trade.



Demand
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Demand Dynamics: the Forces of Demand in Global Sex Trafficking, Conference

Report. Morrison Torrey and Sara Dubin (eds.), 2004.

The proceedings of The Demand Dynamics Conference held in 2003 are contained in this report. The
conference focused on the demand side of the sex industry which, to date, has been inadequately
studied. It centered on sex-industry consumers, the organization of sex trafficking, governmental policies
that allow or enable trafficking, and strategies to reduce the demand that drives the sex industry.

Demanding Sex: Critical Reflections on the Regulation of Prostitution. Vanessa E.

Munro & Marina Della Guista, 2008.

This collection focuses on the supply/demand dynamic which brings into play a range of societal,
economic, and psychological factors, such as the social construction of sexuality, the viability of
alternative choices for individuals in prostitution and clients, and the impact of regulatory regimes on the
provision of sexual services. The factors which underlie each component of the supply/demand dyad are
also studied and an examination is made of their dynamic interrelation.

Don't Blame it on Rio: The Real Deal Behind Why Men Go to Brazil for Sex. Jewel
Woods & Karen Hunter, 2008.

The author examines the phenomenon of black men traveling to Brazil for sex tourism and its affect on
their relationships with women back home.



G-Strings and Sympathy: Strip Club Regulars and Male Desire. Katherine Frank, 2002.
Frank uses anthropological tools to analyze the male customers' experience while working as a stripper
herself. Her research is sound as she works in a variety of clubs to get a full picture of the experience and
she documents her research exhaustively, with 25 pages of footnotes and a 14-page bibliography, in
addition to extensive verbatim quotes from her subjects.

The Johns: Sex for Sale and the Men Who Buy it. Victor Malarek, 2011.

This book is a call for expansive changes: target johns, educate boys, and address the inequities that
force women into prostitution. It unmasks the kind of men and organizations that foster and drive the sex
trade, from America to Europe, Brazil to Thailand, Phnom Penh to St. Petersburg and Costa Rica. From
socioeconomic background to emotional stability, the root of the cause is investigated and the idea that
prostitution is a victimless crime is attacked. The efficacy of Sweden’s outlawing the buying—rather than
the selling—of sex, and its dramatic impact on the country’s prostitution rates, are explored.

Pornography: Driving the Demand in International Sex Trafficking. Captive Daughters

Media, 2007.

A collection of essays from today's leaders in the fight against sex trafficking, this book explains, using
captivating and detailed case studies, how the demand for pornography ultimately feeds the desire for
prostitution and sex trafficking.



Prostitution and Human Trafficking: Focus on Clients. Di Nicola, A., Cauduro, A.,
Lombardi, M., Ruspini, P. (eds.), 2008.

While the trafficking of women for prostitution has been the subject of numerous studies, Prostitution and
Human Trafficking is the first book to focus on demand as a key factor in the equation

Historical Accounts of Prostitution

Bodies and Souls: The Tragic Plight of Three Jewish Women Forced into Prostitution in

the Americas. Isabel Vincent, Isabel, 2005.

This book shares the true stories and academic accounts of Jewish women victimized into the sex trade
from the late 1860s to the beginning of the Second World War. Primarily located in South America, South
Africa, India, and New York, these women were shunned by the Jewish community but formed their own

Jewish order spreading love and acceptance.

Good Time Girls of the Alaska-Yukon Gold Rush. Epicenter, Lael Morgan, 1998.
This non-fiction work by Lael Morgan details the perseverance of women traveling to the gold mine
camps of Alaska and the Yukon in the late 19" to early 20" century.



Sin in the Second City: Madams, Ministers, Playboys, and the Battle for America’s Soul.

Karen Abbott, 2007.
This historical account highlights the history of Chicago’s Everleigh Club, one of history’s most infamous
brothels, and the simultaneous birth of the anti-trafficking movement.

Soiled Doves: Prostitution in the Early West. Anne Seagraves, 1994.

This book provides a glimpse into prostitution in the "Wild West" of the 1800's. It includes information from
the elite sophisticated brothels with the “top-notch girls”, to the hovels near the mining towns, and the
Chinese slave-girls which catered to men near Chinatown of San Francisco.

Upstairs Girls. Michael Rutter, 2005.

An interesting history of prostitution in the old west.

Masculinity
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As Boys Become Men: Learning New Male Roles: Curriculum for Exploring Male Role
Stereotyping. Doug Cooper Thomson, 1985.

Designed for use in junior and senior high schools, this booklet focuses on the masculine stereotype. It is
divided into eight sections, each of which contain activities, student objectives, and background
information.

The Black Male Handbook: A Blueprint for Life. Kevin Powell, 2008.

This book answers a collective hunger for new direction, fresh solutions to old problems, and a different
kind of conversation -- man-to-man and with Black male voices, all of the hip-hop generation. The book
tackles issues related to political, practical, cultural, and spiritual matters, and ending violence against
women and girls.

Breaking Out of the Man Box. Tony Porter.
Porter invites “well-meaning” men to leave the sidelines and to become active in the work of ending
violence against women.

Deconstructing Tyrone: A New Look at Black Masculinity in the Hip-Hop Generation.

Natalie Hopkinson & Natalie Y. Moore, 2006.
Natalie Hopkinson and Natalie Y. Moore explore black male stereotypes and constructs in society and the
media.



Dude, You're a Fag: Masculinity and Sexuality in High School. C.J. Pascoe, 2007.
High school and the difficult terrain of sexuality and gender identity are brilliantly explored in this smart,
incisive ethnography. Based on eighteen months of fieldwork in a racially diverse working-class high
school, this book sheds new light on masculinity both as a field of meaning and as a set of social
practices.

Gender Outlaw: on Men, Women, and the Rest of Us. Kate Bornstein, 1995.
Kate Bornstein deconstructs gender and identity in today’s society through her personal experience as a
lesbian-identified male-to-female transgender individual.

Guyland. Michael Kimmel, 2008.

Based on more than 400 interviews over a four-year span with young men ages 16—-26, Kimmel's study
shows that the guys who live in Guyland are mostly white, middle-class, totally confused and cannot
commit to their relationships, work, or lives. Obsessed with never wanting to grow up, this demographic,
which is 22 million strong, craves video games, sports, and depersonalized sexual relationships. In the
end, Kimmel offers a highly practical guide to male youth.



The Macho Paradox: Why Some Men Hurt Women and How All Men Can Help.

Jackson Katz, 2006.

The intended audience for this book is not violent men who need help changing their ways, but all men,
who, Katz says, have a role to play in preventing male violence against women. His basic assertion is that
rape, battering, sexual abuse, and harassment are so widespread that they must be viewed as a social
problem rooted in our culture, not as the problem of troubled individuals. He urges men to directly
confront the misogynistic attitudes and behavior of their peers.

Misframing Men: The Politics of Contemporary Masculinities. Michael Kimmel, 2010.

In this collection of essays, Kimmel looks at "missteps on the way to redefining manhood" and dismisses
"increasingly shrill assertions" of psycho-biological "Mars/Venus" differences between the genders. He
not only examines the post-9/11 reassertion of "heroic and unapologetic masculinity,” but also the
aggressiveness of Bush-era foreign policy and financial rapacity.

Nine Lives: Adolescent Masculinities, the Body and Violence. James Messerschmidt,

1999.

Sociologists and criminologists have long known that there is a relationship between masculinity and
crime. Gender has been advanced consistently as the strongest predictor of criminal involvement. “Nine
Lives”, written by one of the most respected authorities on the subject of gender and crime, provides a
fascinating account of the connection among adolescent masculinities, the body, peer abuse in schools,
and violence.

Reaching Men: Strategies for Preventing Sexist Attitudes, Behaviors and Violence. Rus
Ervin Funk, 2006.

This is the first manual of its kinds that examines ways to effectively educate men about rape/sexual
assault, domestic violence, dating abuse, stalking, pornography and prostitution, and harassment.



Real Boys: Rescuing Our Sons from the Myths of Boyhood. William Pollack, 1999.

In a primer for parents, Harvard Medical School psychiatry professor Pollack dismantles what he terms
"the Boy Code"—society’s image of boys as tough, cool, rambunctious, and obsessed with sports, cars,
and sex. These stereotypes, he argues, thwart creativity and originality in boys. Linking clinical insights to
practical suggestions, Pollack advises caregivers how to help boys repair their fragile self-esteem,
develop empathy, and explore their sensitive sides.

Sexual Assault in Context: Teaching College Men About Gender. Christopher Kilmartin
& Alan D. Berkowitz, 2005.

Masculine culture and its connection to violence against women are addressed in an attempt to educate
young men about all aspects of gender exploitation and harm.

The War Against Women. Marilyn French, 1993.

Men's tendency to subjugate and abuse women operates on personal, institutional, and cultural levels,
notes novelist and feminist French. She observes that boys' desire to dominate girls is instilled in
childhood, while grown men see women as mothers owing them caretaking services. In her sharp
analysis, a major goal of male-conceived religious movements like Christian fundamentalism and militant
Islam is to keep women subservient. Other examples of institutional suppression of women explored by
French are discrimination in the workplace; biased divorce judgments; widespread rape; wife beating; and
male incest, a systemic pattern tolerated by society.



The Sexualization of Children

Cinderella Ate My Daughter: Dispatches from the Front Lines of the New Girlie-Girl

Culture. Peggy Orenstein, 2011.

Orenstein reveals the dark side of pink and pretty: the rise of the girlie-girl, she warns, is not that
innocent. Pink and pretty or predatory and hardened, sexualized girlhood influences our daughters from
infancy onward, telling them that how a girl looks matters more than who she is. Somewhere between the
exhilarating rise of Girl Power in the 1990s and today, the pursuit of physical perfection has been recast
as a source—the source—of female empowerment. And commercialization has spread the message
faster and farther, reaching girls at ever-younger ages.

The Lolita Effect: The Media Sexualization of Young Girls and What We Can Do About
It. Gigi M. Durham, Ph.D., 2008.

The “Lolita Effect”, or mass media trends that works to undermine girls’ self-confidence, condone female
objectification, and foster sex crimes, is demystified in this work. Strategies are offered to help girls learn
to recognize progressive and healthy sexuality and protect themselves from degrading media ideas.

Oral Sex is the New Goodnight Kiss. Sharlene Azam, 2008.

Azam explores the recent trend of high school girls engaging in sexual activity for money and other
goods. She investigates the force or pressure that may be involved in participation, and how these
activities affect their social and home lives.



Packaging Girlhood: Rescuing our Daughters from Marketers’ Schemes. Sharon Lamb
& Lyn Mikel Brown, 2007.

Lamb and Brown explore the negative impact that mainstream media portrayals of femininity as “sexy and
sweet” can have on young girls’ attitudes and self-esteem. The authors also gathered parent’s reactions
to the impact the media is having on their daughters.

Sexy So Soon: The New Sexualized Childhood and What Parents Can do to Protect
Their Kids. Diane E. Levin & Jean Kilbourne, 2008.

This book investigates how popular culture and technology inundate today’s children with mixed
messages at earlier ages than ever before and how corporations capitalize on this disturbing trend. The
authors offer their thoughts on why young girls are becoming “so sexy so soon”, and what parents can do
to stop this trend.
